1. Purpose. To approve modification of Director, Patrol and
Reconnaissance Group Pacific (DIRPATRECCNGRUPAC) and change in
ISIC for COMPATRECONWING TWO and COMPATRECCONWING TEN per
reference (a).

2. Cancellation. OPNAVNOTE 5400 Ser DNS-33/12U0102035 of 7 Mar
2012.

3. Background. Commander U.S. Fleet Forces Command
(COMUSFLTFORCOM) and Commander, U.S. Pacific Fleet (COMPACFELT)
directed Commander, Naval Air Force, U.S. Pacific Fleet
(COMNAVAIRPAC) and Commander, Naval Air Force, Atlantic
(COMNAVAIRLANT) to review the Administrative Contrcl (ADCON) cof
PAC and LANT Maritime Patrol and Recconnaissance (MPR) Forces to
ensure general Flag Officer oversight, organizaticnal alignment,
and proper assignment of ADCON responsibilities. A fleet review
of MPR Forces ADCON resulted in a Memcrandum of Agreement (MOA)
between COMNAVAIRPAC and COMNAVAIRLANT to rename Commander
Pdatrol and Reconnaissance Group Atlantic as Commander, Fatrol
and Reconnaissance Group (COMPATRECONGRU) and Director, Patrel
and Reconnaissance Group Pacific as Commander, Patrol and
Reconnaissance Group Pacific (COMPATRECONGRUPAC) . COMPATRECONGRU
will be dual hated as COMPATRCONGRUPAC and both commands will
execute a common mission. COMPATRECONGRU will have ADCON of LANT
MPR forces and CCMPATRECONGRUPAC will have ADCON of PAC MPR
forces. This action supports the Fleet Commanders core
principles of command and contreol, organizational
standardization, and unity of command.
