1. Purpose. To modify the name of Patrol Coastal Squadron ONE
Detachment Little Creek, Virginia (PCRON ONE DET LITTLE CREEK
VA), per reference (a).

2. Background. Due to recent disestablishment of Patrol
Coastal Maintenance Support Teams TWO, FOUR, and SIX, the
responsibility of patrol coastal (PC) ship maintenance has been
absorbed into PCRON ONE for Bahrain based PCs. PCRON ONE DET
LITTLE CREEK VA shall be renamed to Commander, Naval Surface
Forces Atlantic Forward Deployed Naval Force Training Detachment
(CNSL FDNF TRAINING DET) to support intermediate stop training
support for newly reporting personnel en route to outside
continental United States ships.

a. Commander, Naval Surface Forces Atlantic
