1.  Purpose.  To implement Secretary of the Navy (SECNAV) 

approval to disestablish Naval Medicine Information Systems 

Support Activity (NAVMEDINFOSYSSUPPACT), Fort Sam Houston, TX 

and Chief of Naval Operations approval of the disestablishment 

of the two detachments of the command, per reference (a). 

 

2.  Background.  Chief, Bureau of Medicine and Surgery (BUMED) 

is disestablishing this command as part of the Department of 

Defense (DoD) directed establishment of the Defense Health 

Agency (DHA) in which this command’s function will be 

consolidated with information management and information 

technology functions of the other Military Services.  These 

changes will enable DoD and service medical commands to improve 

the delivery of health services across the military health 

system.  Command billets will transfer to DHA, while detachment 

billets will be re-distributed to fill emerging BUMED manpower 

requirements.
